“TAKE THIS BREAD...”

The very baking of bread mirrors the mystery
of Christ as the compassion of God made human for
us: the elements of bread come together and “die” to
become bread as Christ dies to rise bringing all of
humankind to the fullness of life in God. Bread is a
living sign of what it means to be church: we come
together with our gifts and talents, and, by the
“yeast” that is the Spirit of God, we become the one
bread, the Church, the body of Christ. In imitating
Jesus’ three actions in today’s Gospel — “blessing”
and giving thanks for what God has given to us,
“breaking” from our blessings (including our time
and energy) in order to contribute to the good of all,
and “giving” in joy and humility — we transform our
small offerings of fish and pieces of bread into the
means for becoming the one body of Christ.
