A few years back, | felt as if | couldn’t hear God's voice the way |
used to. The words in the Bible seemed like cold ink on a page.
Prayer felt like sitting anxiously in a lonely room. | was worried —
how could |, a priest, preach or help others if | couldn’t hear God's
voice? It went on for months.

Then a friend encouraged me to go on a retreat and spend as
much time as possible in silence. After a day or two of quiet
prayer, | noticed gentle but clear thoughts of repentance in two
specific areas of my life. | asked God for the grace to change, and |
went to confession. Suddenly, the divine silence that haunted me
was filled with a sense of God's closeness and goodness. | realized,
gratefully, that God had been speaking to me in the quiet voice of
my conscience.

This week we hear Jesus say, “My sheep hear my voice. | know
them and they follow me” (John 10:27). Jesus links the hearing of
his voice to following him. He speaks to us in our conscience in an
intimate, personal way, when we most need to hear him. When
you feel deaf to God's voice, perhaps it is time to listen in silence
for His voice in your conscience calling you to hear and follow the
Good Shepherd of your soul.

St. James Happenings

Did You Know?

' Complicated financial problems faced St.
James as the church was under construction
during the darkest days of the Depression.
For a time the apse was left unpainted until
funds were available to complete the
decoration.
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Do you know who the mural figures represent? Above the high altar is Our Lord in glory, enthroned in Heaven. Around Him
are the figures of the Blessed Virgin, St. Joseph, and four of the Archangels. St. Michael holds his flaming sword with which
he slays Satan. St. Gabriel is given the lily of the Annunciation and scepter, and a scroll which reads “God is my Strength”
while St. Uriel holds a scroll with the words “God is my Light”. In the background are adoring angels.
Below this is the Apostolic Frieze, running around the apse. Each of the apostles is represented along with his familiar
symbol. St. Peter with his keys, and at the opposite end, St. James with his cross sword and the shell denoting pilgrimage.
Between them are St. Andrew, St. John, St. Philp, St. Bartholomew, St. Thomas (with his poor sagging halo!), St. James
Minor, St. Matthew, St. Jude, St. Simon, and St. Matthias. Each is depicted with objects symbolizing his martyrdom or some

important event in his life. . .
Overhead is the Arch of the Holy Sacraments. Baptism is shown by the

font, Confirmation by the dove, the Holy Eucharist by the chalice and
host, Penance by two crossed keys, Anointing of the Sick by the oil stock,
Ordination by a chalice and paten resting on a missal, and Matrimony by
two clasped hands. Were you able to identify these symbols and what

they represent?
