| am amazed at how my four siblings teach their many kids in age-appropriate ways. For example,
now that my nephew Brandon is 24 years of age, they give him insights and freedoms that would have
been positively confounding or even dangerous when he was a toddler. Imagine if they had taught him
at age four how to drive a car, use a credit card online, or handle power tools. But eventually, they did,
and he is a high functioning young man, I'm proud to say. They are good teachers.

This week we learn that Jesus teaches us in a similar way. He says to his Apostles, “| have much more
to tell you, but you cannot bear it now" (John 16:12). How disappointing for them. But imagine at that
moment, before his resurrection and ascension, if the Lord had started telling them about synods and
sacraments, popes and parishes, martyrs and monasteries, rosaries and relics, catechisms and
crucifixes? They would have been absolutely overwhelmed, confused, and discouraged. He tells them
what they need to know, when it is time for them to know it.

So he does for us. Jesus has unceasingly taught the Church as she matures through the centuries, just
as he teaches you and me through our lives in ways we can understand. Our task should be to learn
what he is teaching us now, knowing that (although revelation per se is complete in him and his
Apostles), he never ceases to teach us as we spiritually mature. Be confident: he knows what you are
ready to learn now.

St. Luke Happenings

Corpus Christi Eucharistic Procession -
Sunday, June 22 at 11:00 AM Mass

On Sunday, June 22, we will celebrate the Solemnity of the Most
Holy Body and Blood of Christ, traditionally known by its Latin name,
Corpus Christi. This feast is a joyful and reverent celebration of the
Church’s belief in the Real Presence of Jesus Christ—Body, Blood,
Soul, and Divinity—in the Eucharist.

The Feast of Corpus Christi was instituted in the 13th century
following a Eucharistic miracle in the town of Bolsena, Italy. A
German priest, struggling with doubt about the Real Presence,
witnessed the host bleed onto the corporal during Mass. Word of
this miracle reached Pope Urban IV, who then established Corpus
Christi as a universal feast in 1264. He commissioned 5t. Thomas
Aquinas to compose the liturgical texts and hymns for the
celebration—many of which we still sing today, including Tantum
Ergo and O Salutaris Hostia.

One of the most beloved traditions associated with this feast is the
Eucharistic Procession. This centuries-old practice is a public witness
of our love and reverence for the Blessed Sacrament. With the
consecrated host displayed in a monstrance, the priest leads the
faithful in procession through the streets, bringing Christ—truly
present—to our neighborhoods, homes, and hearts. It is both an act
of worship and a powerful proclamation of faith to the world.

At St. Luke, we will hold a Eucharistic Procession immediately
following the 11:00 AM Mass on Sunday, June 22. We will walk
together around the block of the parish, singing hymns and praying
as we accompany our Eucharistic Lord.

All are welcome and encouraged to join—parishioners, families,
children, and visitors alike. This is a rare and beautiful opportunity to
participate in a living tradition of the Church and to deepen our love
for Jesus in the Eucharist.
