John 14:15-21

In my family, we can hardly speak about orphans without tears. My father was adopted as a baby. He
frequently told us stories of how his parents welcomed him not just into their home but into their
hearts. It was never merely a relocation or a legal transaction. It was the joy of being chosen, of
receiving a family, a name, and a place where he belonged forever. Even in his later years, recalling that
gift still moves him to tears of tender gratitude.

That is the kind of tenderness behind Jesus’ words in today’s Gospel: “I will not leave you orphans; |
will come to you.” (John 14:18) He is going away, but not abandoning us. Instead, he sends us the
Advocate, the Holy Spirit — his own Spirit, shared with the Father — who dwells in us. Through the
Spirit, Christ is present in us, and we are present in him. His Spirit gives us a home and a family.

We deepen this knowledge in the sacraments, in prayer, and in the daily life of the Church. The Spirit is
the bond of belonging, the power that makes us God's sons and daughters, not spiritual orphans. And
this is not a one-time event. There is always a deeper outpouring of the Spirit available to us, a fresh
appropriation of the promise that we are never abandoned.

If only we could be as grateful as my dad is for his adoption, realizing that we have been adopted by
God Himself. In Christ, we are never left as orphans.

Artists as Influencers
i Monday, May 11 | 6 -7:30 pm
: George Matejka

Dr. Matejka will discuss how, over the centuries, artwork
has helped to build our faith-tradition by influencing our
understanding of biblical persons and events. He will
highlight several pieces from the collection of our own
Cleveland Museum of Art, as well as art from museums
and churches around the world.

In our journey together we will explore three paths that
artists have followed in their efforts to portray biblical
figures and events. One path is to “fill in” details when
the biblical text is silent. The bible does not mention a
donkey, but the artistic tradition almost always shows
Mary riding one during the Flight into Egypt. A second
path involves artists following the church’s teachings at
the time. Because St. Jerome had (mis-)translated the
biblical text, Michelangelo sculpted Moses with horns
protruding from his head. The third path involves the
artist portraying himself in his paintings. Rembrandt
paints himself as one of the executioners at Jesus’
crucifixion, inviting his viewers to do likewise.

A deeper issue here is to what degree can artists be con-
sidered as evangelizers and catechists of the faith?
