Pentecost Sunday
John 20:19-23

“He breathed on them and said to them, ‘Receive the Holy Spirit. Whose sins
you forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained.”” (John
20:22-23)

For those of us who go to confession regularly, there is often a familiar
frustration: “Why do | keep confessing the same sins?” It can feel like a loop,
cleansed but unchanged.

Pentecost reveals a hopeful perspective. When the Risen Jesus breathes on his
ashamed and fearful disciples and gives them the Holy Spirit, he echoes
Genesis, when God breathes life into Adam. This is not just primarily the removal
of guilt, but new creation.

In confession, we receive more than forgiveness. We receive a fresh
outpouring, the breath of the Spirit, and a renewed mission. Jesus does not say
to us, “You're forgiven, now go back to your old life.” He says, so to speak, "As
the Father has sent me, so | send you.” (John 20:21)

Small things can make a big difference...

Not sure what to do with those plastic tags that come on
loaves of bread or bags of fruit? The Social Action Ministry
is now collecting them for Danielle Cares for Chairs! The
collection container is on the window ledge inside St.
Luke's northwest church door (just above the toiletries bin
for St. Colman’s)! Founded by a teenager from Indiana, the
non-profit Danielle Cares for Chairs collects plastic bread
tags and turns them into specialized mobility devices. The
plastic bread tags, which are too small for home recycling,
are taken to a recycling plant where the funds received for
the plastic go to purchase specialized wheel chairs for
clients. They have partnered with SCARCE for this
recycling project.
